MOPS is an international ministry 
dedicated to the message that “mothering matters” and 
that moms need encouragement during these critical and 
formative years. MOPS is a place to enjoy the fellowship 
of other moms striving to meet the rewards and 
challenges of motherhood. You’ll hear excellent speakers, 
eat delicious food, and enjoy great conversations with 
women who understand how much it takes to be a 
mother. MOPS meets the 2nd & 4th Tuesday or 
Wednesday morning of each month. 
 
Our focus for 2011-2012?  Mothering is part art, 
part science, and always a work in progress! Backed by 
thirty years of research, MOMOLOGY: A Mom’s

How do I register & what does it cost?
